Our
league will begin on Wednesday May 13th and will run every Wednesday until
September 2nd. This allows for 17 weeks, which gives you 4 weeks for rain days or
cancellations. The banquet is scheduled for September 9th,

FEES

A $26.00 administration fee is payable at registration. This fee covers the cost of prizes
as well as the end of year banquet.

Initial minimum purchase of a swipe card for twelve (9-hole) rounds of golf is required.
An extra bonus round of golf will be included on this swipe card. Additional five (9-hole)
rounds will also be available for $80.00 (max 10). These extra games can be used to
invite out guests, or to use on other days. All swipe card games are valid for league
play on Wednesdays during league hours, as well as for play any other day of the week
after 10:45 a.m. Extra game purchases may be used by non-league members when
accompanied by a league member.

The swipe cards will be available in the pro shop on your first night of golf. Please arrive
a few minutes earlier for your tee times that night. After the first night the cards will be
available anytime from Christine in the office (988-9310) or on each ladies night in the
pro shop until they are picked up.



TEE TIMES

The AGC has given us two hours and fifteen minutes of blocked tee times dedicated to
the ladies business league. Our tee times are available from 3:45p.m to 6:00p.m. This is
our current plan based on the numbers from last year. In addition, being a member of
the ladies league gives you the privilege of booking one week in advance.

Remember when signing up to let the administrator know what time you would like and
with whom you would like to golf. Only one person of the foursome needs to sign up, as
long as you've checked with the rest of the group and are sure they will be there. For
singles signing up, a foursome will be made up for you to golf with.

If it is absolutely necessary to cancel a tee time, please call the pro shop as soon as you
can (988-9313). Please be aware that in the past, cancellations have been a serious
problem in the business ladies league. This can result in groups of two or three going
out on the course instead of a foursome. It can also result in a lady finding herself alone
or being added to an existing foursome. Cancellations can also mean vacancies on
the tee box for periods of time. We would all like to avoid these situations as much as
possible. Obviously, there are valid reasons for cancelling tee times. The weather can
sometimes be an issue and we all have the occasional unexpected problem.

However, we do ask that you please make every effort to keep your booked ftee times.

GETTING READY TO PLAY

Please arrive at the club af least 15 minutes before your tee time. As soon as you arrive
at the course, please check in at the pro shop. The pro shop is located downstairs. The
staff will get you organized for your evening of golf. Also, remember to check the
Ladies Board for news, notfices, and winners of the previous week's golf. Please note
which 9 holes we are playing that evening (front or back 9).

See attached list for games to be played. The prizes will be given out at the banquet in
September and you must attend to receive your prize. Please deposit your scorecards
in the box provided in the pro shop after every game.

After golf, | hope everyone will join us upstairs in the restaurant for a ladies night dinner
special and drinks catered by the Assiniboine Restaurant and bar. The specials are
always delicious and reasonably priced.
